The Last Green Valley, Inc. (TLGV) is pleased to endorse Pangaea Wine Bar’s cork recycling program.  Have you ever wondered what to do with all the natural wine corks you have accumulated over the years?  Simply bring them to the Pangaea Wine Bar, located at 132 Main Street in Putnam, CT, and they will be happy to recycle them for you.
  “We've always saved corks.  We've made 3 trivets with some of our sentimental favorites, and a giant corkboard as well,” stated Pangaea owner, Rachel Gavini. “But at some point you run out of things to do with them!  I've always been a strong supporter of recycling and corks are no different than glass bottles or plastic containers in that respect.”

 Through a partnership with Whole Foods Market and Cork ReHarvest, Pangaea will be recycling the natural cork stoppers from the wines that they serve, in addition to those acquired from the public.  Periodically, Pangaea will bring them to the Whole Foods Market located in Boston.   Natural corks are created from the bark of cork oaks and are a sustainable product.  However, the 13 million annually-produced corks can be recycled for use in other products, such as cork floor tiles, shipping containers, and other post-consumer products.
