Free Shopping Bags for Earth Day!

On Earth Day, April 22, 2010, The Last Green Valley, Inc., is offering a free reusable shopping bag to the first 200 people visiting its office at 111 Main Street in Danielson, CT.  The promotion is part of Earth Month, a celebration and clean up of the beautiful environment of the 35-town National Heritage Corridor.  

A reusable shopping bag is a better alternative to plastic or paper bags.  Worldwide, people use plastic shopping bags made from petroleum products at a rate of nearly 1 million per minute.  One could drive a car 1 mile on the oil used to create only 14 shopping bags.  The average American family accumulates 60 bags after only 4 trips to the grocery store.  The same bags are used by drug stores, convenience stores, clothing retailers, hardware stores and even restaurants for take-out orders.  They are everywhere.


Not enough are recycled.  They end up polluting our environment, making an unsightly 
mess.  They do not biodegrade.  Each bag can last up to 1000 years.  They endanger animal 
species.  More than 100,000 marine animals die each year when they mistake the plastic bags for 
food and eat them.

Appropriate to the 3-R philosophy (reduce, reuse and recycle), The Last Green Valley,

Inc., is offering a free, reusable shopping bag to reduce the amount of plastic bags in the environment.  The TLGV bag is dark green with the organization’s logo.  It can be reused over and over not just for shopping but for carrying lunches, papers, athletic gear and more.  The shopping bag is also made from recycled plastic like that used for yogurt containers.
