Earth Day is celebrated this month on April 22.  In The Last Green Valley, the entire month is being devoted to cleaning up our beautiful region and raising awareness of the uniqueness and fragility of the environment.   The Last Green Valley has launched a special events calendar on its website to promote Earth Month activities to residents of the region – www.thelastgreenvalley.org.
The Earth Month Calendar will include clean ups, volunteers opportunities, festivals, educational programs and more.  It will be constantly updated and programs will be added all through the month.  This is a great way to attract volunteers needed for clean ups or audiences to events like Earth Fest and other celebrations.

In our Last Green Valley we celebrate a special environment.  Our forests produce enough oxygen for 8.3 million people each year while filtering 1.2 million tons of carbon that would otherwise remain airborne.  The region remains 78% forest and farmland and creates the third largest watershed draining into Long Island Sound.  The Last Green Valley has 35 towns, more than 100 clean lakes, ponds, rivers and streams, seven state forests, five state parks, 16

wildlife management areas, hundreds of miles of hiking and water trails, and thousands of acres of preserved open space.  Our environment is critical to our own health and that is why we celebrate Earth Day.
