The Last Green Valley to Unveil 10-Year Plan

 and Launch Green Light Campaign at Rally
The Last Green Valley, Inc. (TLGV) will unveil its Vision 2020: The Next Ten Years and will launch its Green Light Campaign at a rally scheduled for Wednesday, October 27, 2010.  The event will be held at the Quinebaug Valley Community College’s Community Room, located at 742 Upper Maple Street, Danielson, CT, from 7 – 8 p.m.  The rally will be the kick-off to engage residents and members in the exciting One True Color: Green Light Campaign which will feature the week-long Green Light Celebration scheduled for January 23 – 29, 2011.  “We will be announcing the honorary chairperson, the regional chairs and media sponsor at the Rally, and we are thrilled with the amount of support we have received thus far,” indicated Executive Director, Charlene Cutler. “More than 60 people have already signed up to attend the rally and we welcome others to join them for the unveiling of this creative concept.”  
The Last Green Valley is the popular name given to the Quinebaug and Shetucket Rivers Valley National Heritage Corridor that encompasses nearly 1,100 square miles in northeastern Connecticut and south-central Massachusetts and is notable for its distinctive and rural quality of life in the midst of tremendous growth from Boston to Washington, D.C..  The Last Green Valley remains 78% forest and farmlands; it is the 3rd largest watershed draining into Long Island Sound; it has over 100 clean lakes, ponds, rivers and streams, 7 state forests and 5 state parks, 16 wildlife management areas, 100’s of miles of hiking and water trails, and 1,000’s of acres of preserved open space.  
TLGV was established as a federally-funded organization in 1994, but this funding is scheduled to cease in 2015.  Therefore, as the only grass-roots organization that can speak on behalf of the entire valley, TLGV must become self-sustaining through the support of the area residents and businesses that live, work, and play here.  
Vision 2020: The Next Ten Years maps out a comprehensive work plan to bring TLGV’s programs and projects forward into the next decade.  The Green Light Campaign is the first step towards the goal of self-sustainability so that TLGV can continue to protect and enhance the quality of life for generations to come.
