MAPLE SUGAR DAYS IN THE LAST GREEN VALLEY
February 27 & 28 and March 6 & 7, 2010 – It’s that time of year again.  The maple trees are tapped, the sap is flowing, and the sugar houses in The Last Green Valley are busy boiling it down to create their sweet concoctions.  What better way to welcome spring than by visiting at least one of the ten participating maple sugar houses found throughout the 35 towns of The Last Green Valley in northeastern Connecticut and south-central Massachusetts during its Maple Sugar Days event.  Delight in the entire maple sugaring process during these two weekends and partake in a series of tours and demonstrations created especially to celebrate the maple harvest.  
Experience true New England traditions at each of the maple sugar houses including: Green Hollow Sugar House in Central Village, CT, where you will observe maple sap being boiled over a large wood fire inside a rough-sawn sugar house.  They produce maple syrup, candy, lollipops, sugar and more.  Or visit K.E. Farm just up the hill from Old Sturbridge Village for a complete tour of the entire maple syrup process and sample their maple syrup and candy.  
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Also, Norman’s Sugar House in Woodstock, CT, produces their own maple cream and ice cream in addition to maple syrup and sugar.  Unless otherwise noted, the maple sugar house tours are free and open to the public, and they provide a look into the past, while using both antique and modern sap boiling techniques.   “Sugaring is a popular activity in The Last Green Valley,” stated Charlene Cutler, The Last Green Valley’s Executive Director, “It celebrates the end of winter and the beginning of spring in a time-honored tradition and highlights one of our important agricultural products.”
