Free Stormwater Management Workshop
Heavy rains can flood streets quickly if the water isn’t drained – yet that same water picks up contaminants and washes pollutants into our rivers and streams.  How do we keep our roads safe while protecting water quality?  Learn more about Stormwater Management at a free workshop hosted by The Last Green Valley on Wednesday, October 19, 2011, from 9 a.m. – 2 p.m. at Dudley Town Hall, Room 321A, Veteran’s Memorial Hall - 3rd floor.   

The program is geared towards conservation commissions, planning boards, zoning boards of appeal, boards of selectmen, city councilors, department of public work employees, and citizens interested in better stormwater management.  Topics include: recent developments under the Massachusetts Stormwater Regulations, enacting and implementing stormwater ordinances, bylaws and subdivision regulations, and building an effective stormwater maintenance program.  

The workshop is part of a statewide series of training seminars and will be led by stormwater experts Bethany Eisenberg, EIT, LEED AP and Deb Caraco, P.E.    

Ms. Eisenberg has 25 years of experience and is the Director of Stormwater Services at Vanasse Hangen Brustlin, Inc. She is a key member of the Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection Technical Advisory Committee on stormwater that developed and updated Massachusetts Stormwater Management Policy and regulations in January of 2008. Ms. Eisenberg also serves as a technical advisor on the infiltration practices sub-committee that prepared new infiltration requirements for the Commonwealth. Her experience includes permitting guidance and implementation of stormwater regulations with a specialization in stormwater management, low impact site design, and hydrologic/hydraulic engineering and computer modeling. Ms. Eisenberg has significant experience working with municipalities, private developers and educational institutions regarding stormwater management issues.

Ms. Caraco has over 15 years of experience in the watershed protection field.  She has worked as a watershed engineer the Center for Watershed Protection for over 12 years.  She has also worked as a stormwater management specialist with the New York State Soil and Water Conservation Committee, and as an engineer with T.G. Miller Engineers and Surveyors in Ithaca, NY.  Some representative projects have included developing the New York State Stormwater Management Design Manual in 2003, writing nationwide guidance on Illicit Discharge Detection and Elimination, and developing the Watershed Treatment Model.  Ms. Caraco has also worked directly with local and state governments nationwide to craft ordinances and assist with watershed planning, and to complete stormwater management designs.
