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21st Annual Walktober Brochures Available

Fall is the perfect season to celebrate the great outdoors in The Last Green Valley.  The air is crisp and the leaves transform into brilliant autumnal colors.  What better way to embrace the season than by getting out of the house and exploring the natural wonders where we live?  Enjoy at least one of the more than 100 free guided hikes, walks, and paddles during the month of October – Walktober, and more than 35 special events throughout the 35 towns of The Last Green Valley National Heritage Corridor in northeastern Connecticut and south central Massachusetts.  


The variety of Walktober includes Much More Than Moos in Franklin, CT, where people can visit cows and the calving pen then hike through fields and forest to see more baby calves.  A 3.5-mile paddle on the Wonderful Waters of Wangumbaug in Coventry, CT, traverses through scenic countryside along one of the most bucolic sections of the river.  There is a walk especially for the little ones, Trails, Tracking & Tales in Brimfield, MA, where kids will hike along the inner trails of the Woods at Long Pond to explore wetlands, rock formations and track the local wildlife.  There is also a unique walk entitled The Old Connecticut Path, led by State Archaeologist, Nick Bellantoni, which will lead you along a section of the colonial road from Boston to Hartford that many of the English travelled to settle the CT River Valley in the 1600s.  Space on this particular walk is by advanced registration only and is limited to the first 30 people by calling: 860-486-4460.  History buffs will not want to miss Historic Heins Farm in Sturbridge, MA, located high above Old Sturbridge Village, where they will enjoy 84 acres of spectacular views while taking a look back in time viewing the remains of the Old Worcester – Stafford Turnpike.

The multitude of special events featured during Walktober includes downtown Putnam, CT’s First Friday Event, the 3rd Annual Brimfield Antique Auto Show in Brimfield, MA, the Annual Fine Arts and Crafts Festival at Roseland Cottage in Woodstock, CT, and two Corn Maze Adventures in Thompson and Sterling, CT.  An Owl Prowl in Ashford, CT, at Horizon Wings will feature native owls (Please note: This event has been rescheduled to 10/22 at 7 p.m.).
