The Last Green Valley Celebrates St. Patrick’s Day and Maple Sugaring
during Winter Wanderings Event
 March 13 –16, 2009 – Celebrate St. Patrick’s Day a little early and learn all about the Maple Sugaring season in The Last Green Valley as our Winter Wanderings Event continues this weekend and throughout the end of March.  There are several ways to celebrate this time of the year including a Celtic Evening being presented by Old Sturbridge Village at their Oliver Wight Tavern on Friday, March 13 and Saturday, March 14, commencing at 6:30 p.m. ($25/pp).  Old Sturbridge Village will also be hosting a traditional Irish lunch on Saturday, March 14, as well as a traditional Irish breakfast on Sunday, March 15, complete with Celtic music by Dick Chase (visit www.osv.org for complete details).  While in Massachusetts, consider visiting The Warren Farm & Sugarhouse located at 21Warren Street in North Brookfield, (508) 867-0174 or www.thewarrenfarm.com.  The Warren’s will share stories about Native American roles in the early history of maple sugaring, and will demonstrate colonial methods and tools used for collecting and boiling sap.  Aspects of nature, science, meteorology, and math will be woven into their presentation.  The Warren Farm will be open from 10 a.m. – 4 p.m. on Saturday, March 14 and Sunday, March 15 (and on March 21&22).  Reservations are required. 
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If traveling in Connecticut, the Storrs Winter Market will take place on Saturday, March 14, from 3 – 5 p.m., and is located at the Mansfield Public Library on Route 89, near the intersection of Route 195.  Admission is free and locally grown and produced vegetables, fruits, beef, eggs, goat’s milk, cheeses, honey, maple syrup and more will offered for sale.   Next stop, the Creamery Brook Bison Farm, located at 19 Purvis Road in Brooklyn, Connecticut, (860) 779-0837 or www.creamerybrookbison.net, will be hosting a St. Patrick’s Day Celebration complete with a Wagon Ride to see the Bison, plus free hot chocolate and the opportunity for children 12 years and under to create their own “pot of gold.”  The fee for this event is $8.50 and will take place on Sunday, March 15 at 1 p.m.  Last but not least, head over to the Lebanon Historical Society Museum on Monday, March 16 at 7 p.m. to learn all about Early New England Gardens with Cynthia Dias-Reid who will trace the roots of early settlers all the way back to the landscapes of England.  Examples of vegetables, herbs and ornamental plants will be discussed to help those interested in creating their own heirloom garden. A donation of $3 is requested.
