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New Grant Program Announced
A new source of funding is available for municipal and nonprofit projects in the 35 towns of The Last Green Valley.  The nonprofit management entity for the congressionally-designated National Heritage Corridor, popularly known as The Last Green Valley,  has opened its 2010 competitive grant program that will award amounts ranging from $500 to $25,000.  

There will be an emphasis on working with organizations that have not received funding from The Last Green Valley in the past three years.  The applications are due March 31, 2010.  A 50% match of cash or in-kind contributions (volunteered time or donated supplies) is required.  All grant funds will be dispensed on a reimbursement basis.
Eligible projects must conserve, celebrate, interpret or enhance The Last Green Valley’s significant historic, cultural and scenic resources, or promote economic development and tourism consistent with the region’s character.  Past grants have funded work in sustainable agriculture, historic preservation, river clean-ups, community festivals, trail projects, downtown streetscape improvements, farmers’ markets, open space preservation and planning, and more.

“Over the past eleven years, we have distributed more than $3 million in grants to communities and nonprofits in The Last Green Valley,” said Charlene Perkins Cutler, Executive Director.  “The list of projects funded is a compendium of many important initiatives and partnerships, all started at the grassroots level.  We know this has made a difference to our region.”

The application process for the 2010 TLGV Grants has been streamlined.
