CONSULTANT NEEDED FOR THE LAST GREEN VALLEY


The Last Green Valley, Inc. (TLGV) has issued a Request for Proposals for a fundraising professional to conduct an endowment campaign.  TLGV is a private, nonprofit organization that manages the Quinebaug and Shetucket Rivers Valley National Heritage Corridor, known as The Last Green Valley.  It is the grassroots nonprofit organization that works to enhance the region’s significant natural resources in the context of a vital economy and regional cultural identity.

The Last Green Valley remains 78% forest and farmlands and has hundreds of miles of hiking and water trails, thousands of acres of preserved open space, many state forests and parks, and more than one hundred clean lakes, ponds, rivers and streams.  It is the third largest watershed draining into Long Island Sound.  The region was designated a National Heritage Corridor by Congress in 1994, the “Last Green Valley” in the most densely populated area of the country.


The organization intends to be self-sustaining by the year 2015.  The purpose of the RFP is to select and retain a fundraising professional with a record of success, who has familiarity with TLGV, the region it serves and the philanthropy of the region.  The consultant will design a campaign plan, manage the implementation and launch of the campaign and manage the campaign until the goal is achieved.
